In 2006, scouting interests in Castleton were alerted to the brief history of 

Sea Scout Troop 153.
Eagle Scout Guy Rappold of Boltwood Avenue, notified historians to the fact that Castleton hosted a Sea Scout Troop in the late 1940’s.  The troop maintained and operated a Navy whaleboat that was kept at the North Dock in the village. The boat was called the S.S.S. Venture. A life ring from this boat has been kept and is currently on display in the Troop 53 meeting room.  The Sea Scout troop held meetings in Castleton Village Hall, and at the home of Assistant Scoutmaster, Norman Smith, on Chestnut Street.
